Info Sharing Between clubs
Fellow Flyers, 
     Let me introduce myself.  My name is Tom Koszuta.  I am the President (and listed contact) for the WNY Sailplane and Electric Flyers and all of you are the listed contacts for the AMA Chartered Clubs who are within 50 miles (except WNY Free Flight Society) of my home zip code (14225).  Together we represent 15 chartered clubs from Batavia to Buffalo, from Lewiston to Franklinville, for an estimated 548 RC and Free Flight flyers that are members of an AMA chartered club.  

     I am contacting you because of a few very specific events.  First, last year at one of the WNYSEF meetings, it came up that a club (might have been WNYFFS) had rented the Ralph Wilson Field House right next to Ralph Wilson Jr. Stadium (where the Bills play in Orchard Park) for some indoor flying.  The attendance was reported to be poor.  I am certain that several of our club members would have attended had they known of this event.    Second, a club in our area is losing its primary field and is also in danger of being disallowed to fly on their secondary field for noise reasons.  Our sailplane club has been living off the hospitality of Erie Community College for many years and have, for the last 10 years been living with the threat of our flying field being developed into dorms, or a practice field or something.  Lastly, our fellow flyers in Batavia sent a notice of their swap meet this weekend, reminding me that it is not that hard to get into contact with you.  

     We all have similar concerns - flying fields, membership, keeping people active.   I think it would be to our benefit to begin acting more together in planning and advertising events, sharing our interests, and getting and keeping fields.

     I'm not completely sure where to head with this, though I do envision some kind of a inter-club, inter-discipline network, maybe even some kind of Model Airplane Cooperative for us to pool some resources and piggyback off of each other's experiences and triumphs.  Please feed back to me interest in developing a network or cooperative or what ever we may end up with.  Though we have many different specific interests, we all share the common love of things that fly so we are not all that different when it comes right down to it.
